PAWN DATABASE

For a long time now, those committing thefts have used the pawn shops as a way
of turning their stolen treasures into cash. However, in an effort to make it harder
for thieves to make money using that venue, laws were passed requiring pawn
shops and other similar businesses to report items purchased by the business. In
addition, laws were eventually passed that prevented anyone with a felony prop-
erty crime convictionto be prevented from pawning items for 10 years from date
of conviction.

Prior to 2002, pawn shops in Spokane County provided their mandatory property
reports via mail or fax. Starting in 2002, an electronic Pawn Data System was de-
signed in-house by Spokane County Information Systems Department (computer
wizards). An advantage of having the database designed in-house is that any
changes needed to the program are easily made and are done in a short amount of
time.

Maintaining this initial Pawn Database required volunteers to hand enter all those
paper reports received from pawn shops and similar businesses. While we were
getting closer to easier searching, we still remained four to six months behind in
getting information entered into the database. This often caused officers to search
by hand through all the records, which would take hours, sometimes days, to ac-
complish. From 2005 to the present, we have accomplished businesses submitting
reports electronically so volunteers no longer have to enter the data, and the infor-
mation in the database is real time. As long as all the pawn shops report on time
each day and the volunteers are available to download the reports, we are current
to the pawn activity from the previous day.

We are currently tracking an average of 25,000 to 35,000 transactions each month,
equating to over 100,000 items of property pawned or sold to pawnshops each
month. In 2010, we had just under 500,000 individual transactions totaling more
than 4 million items.

There are currently more than 40 Inland Northwest pawn shops and second-hand
businesses in the pawn database system. Examples of some of the second-hand
stores include coin shops, jewelry stores, video stores (Best Buy, Game Stop,
etc.), gun stores, Brown Building Supply, and others to include scrappers. Cur-
rently, we have over 40 law enforcement agencies in at least 10 U.S. States who
have access to search our system to match stolen property. Our system is now the
regional system for the Inland Northwest. All pawn shops in Spokane County,
Pend Oreille County, and North Idaho (except Old Town, Priest River, and Sand-
point) submit their information directly into our Pawn Database System.
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The Pawn Database is wupdated every

Mo nd a
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violation of the State Law or County Code can result in a misdemeanor charge and
a $250 fine. Most stores are very compliant. Several smaller stores (jewelry
stores in particular) are not utilizing the reporting program yet.

Spokane Valley Property Crimes detectives along with most local law enforce-
ment agencies have found the Pawn Database to be an extremely beneficial tool in
locating suspects committing numerous crimes and often link the suspect to nu-
merous cases. Following the concepts of Intelligence Led Policing, detectives can
charge multiple cases to the suspect and hopefully get the suspect more time in-
carcerated in an effort to deter them from committing future -crimes.

In 1981, when Washington State was also in a very severe financial crisis, and many in
home care services were eliminated, the Volunteer Chore Services (VCS) was enacted. It
was then and is now funded for eligilsiedowe seniors and disabled persons, who are

at risk of nursing home placement.

T Funding was established for volunteer coordinators in communities throughout the
State to recruit volunteers, match them with clients and sgpargisaren

1 Last year 8,679 volunteers provided 274,882 service hours (equivatimeto 132 full
FTEG6s) to 5,167 clients statewide.

1 VCS saves Washington State dollars because without assistance, clients would require
more costly care in assisted living or nursing homes.

1 The average cost of a nursing home is $4,000 per month. For every Medicaid client,
Washington State pays about $22,000 a year as part of its share.

1 From July to December of 2010, 65 VCS clients moved into more intensive residential
settings. The average length of service VCS provided to these clients was 5 years; thus
saving the state millions of dollars.

1 For the same time period, 34 clients moved back into the community from residential
settings because VCS was able to provide them assistance. This saved the state almost
$1 million.

Making Spokane the Safest City Our Size in America

The Spokane Police Department continues to work towards the vision of
making Spokane the safest city our size (population 175,000 to 225,000)
in America, and has focused on repeat offenders in order to reduce Vehi-
cle Prowling, Vehicle Theft, and Burglary 10% compared to the prior 5-
year average.

Crime Analysis provided an analysis of vehicle prowling that continues to
be a problem. Several hotspots identified for a high number of vehicles
prowls/break-ins are, but not limited to, Gonzaga/Logan, North Hill, Emer-
son/Garfield, Lincoln Heights, Lower South Hill, Downtown, Shilo Hills,
Neva-Wood, East Central.

Spokane C. O.P.S. shares Spokane Pol
vehicle prowls. C.O.P.S. has ramped up the C.O.P.S. crime prevention
programs by introducing the Latent Fingerprint Lift service to the commu-

nity to help increase the solvability of prowled vehicles by processing

those vehicles for latent fingerprints left behind by the suspect(s).

Fingerprint evidence remains the most positive means of personal identifi-
cation in forensics to date. Though often compared with other modern in-
novations such as DNA, fingerprint evidence results in positive identifica-
tions whereas other evidence does not. Fingerprint evidence can also dis-
tinguish between identical twins. Identifications can be effected from fin-
gerprints made in a victim's blood, paint, or other contaminants, which no
other form of evidence can accomplish.

Spokane C.0O.P.S. volunteers are trained to lift latent fingerprints off vehi-
cles only. When a citizen reports to Crime Check at 456-2233 that their
vehicle has been compromised by either prowling or vandalism, they will
be asked if they would like to have a volunteer check for prints that may be
left by the perpetrator. When the C.O.P.S. volunteer develops an area
which appears to have several ridges, regardless of the size of the area, it
will be lifted, marked, and submitted to the Police Forensic Unit for analy-
sis.

From the Desk Of Dick Ott
President - S.C.O.P.E. University

S.C.O.P.E. University completes our seventeenth year we look back at our
beginning. S.C.O.P.E. University is one of four S.C.O.P.E. stations started in the
summer of 1994 by group of concerned citizens. Organizational meetings were
held during the summer and fall of 1994 to form the four original S.C.O.P.E. sta-
tions. These stations are S.C.O.P.E. East, S.C.O.P.E. East Valley (now S.C.O.P.E.
Trentwood), S.C.O.P.E. University, and S.C.O.P.E. West Valley.

By October 1994 twenty University-area residents had been approved to
staff the new S.C.O.P.E. station. Volunteers who staff the station, even if they
were only going to answer the phone underwent extensive training. Sixteen hours
of general training at the Spokane Police Academy was required. This involved
presentations from sheriffoés representat.
police station.

S.C.O.P.E. volunteers were also required to go through block watch train-
ing, neighborhood patrol training (COP), drug education, and other sheriff-
sponsored programs. All volunteers went through this training to prepare them for
working with the public organizing community programs in Valley neighbor-
hoods.

S.C.O.P.E. University elected their first slate of officers in October 1994.
Elected were Tom Knudson, president; Laurie McLaughlin, vice president; Cheryl
Knighton and Chris Baldini, co-secretaries; and Charmaine Hayfield, treasurer.

It was decided S.C.O.P.E. University would be located in an abandoned
duplex owned by the County at the corner of 15™ Ave. and University Rd. Volun-
teers started painting the exterior of the duplex in August of 1994. The fall and
winter of 1994-95 was spent remodeling the building to convert it into a
S.C.O.P.E. Station. Many volunteer hours were spent procuring materials, remod-
eling, improving, and finishing the station.

The Station held an Open House March 24, 1995 to acquaint the commu-
nity with the new facility. The grand opening of S.C.O.P.E. University was held
May 6, 1995. The grand opening was attended by representatives from the Sher-

One of the many programs S.C.O.P.E. University became involved in was
Latent Finger Print Lifts. Twelve members of S.C.O.P.E. University were trained
in the first class. Other early programs were Citizens on Patrol (COP), Radar Pa-
trol, Documenting and reporting Graffiti, Centennial Trail Patrol, Victim Call
Backs, Operation ID and several other programs. Operation ID later became
known as Operation Family ID (OFID) due to a conflict with a national program
known as Operation ID for engraving identification numbers on household goods

The hiring process for the March 1, 2012 recruit academy
began in late October 2011 and final offers of employment will be mailed on Feb-
ruary 8, 2012.

This process may seem extensive but it is our intention to hire the best of the best.
